This Summer School offers participants with no or limited prior knowledge of the German language
the opportunity to acquire or build upon foundations of German and to experience more than
1000 years of German culture and civilization in and around the city of Osnabriick, the City of
Peace. By the end of the program, students will have mastered basic language skills in German
equivalent to level Ar.1 or Ar.2 of the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages
