Students must have a minimum of 75% attendance 
for each course.

All those living in Italy need 
and have their own, otherwise it will not be 
possible to rent a flat. The International Relations 
Office will send students the Instructions to obtain 
the Fiscal Code. 
 
 
Students must have their TEAM card, issued by 
their country's Health Service, or health insurance, 
before coming to Italy. For urgent need of hospital 
care, student must go directly to the nearest 
hospital (Pronto Soccorso), with their TEAM card.
