5 Letter of intention, one page long. If the student is applying for and Spanish-taught

course, then the letter must be in Spanish.

6 Language certificate, Spanish and/or English, depending on the courses selected
(only if the language is not native).

7 Vaccine certificates: depending on the School applied to (mostly for health majors).

ADDITIONAL REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

% HEALTH INSURANCE
Every student who comes to UANDES for an exchange must purchase a health insurance with international coverage
valid thoughout the entire stay in Chile and send a copy to incoming@uandes.cl.

3 FOR ENTRY INTO CHILE
Regarding entry into Chile, there are two options:
e Apply for a Transitory Residence Permit: You can request this document with your Acceptance Letter in the National Migrations
Service website. Once you apply for this permit you must send the application receipt to incoming@uandes.cl.
e Entering the country with a “Transitory Permit” (ex-tourist visa) that will allow you to be in Chilean territory for 90 days, with
the possibility of extending 90 more days. This extension can be obtained by:
e Requesting a formal extension in the Migrations Service with a cost of US$100.
e Automatic renovation by leaving the country and entering again.
e Please note that for exchanges of more than 180 days, applying for a residence permit is mandatory.
