PROOF OF LANGUAGE SKILLS 

For being accepted as an exchange student at 
Montanuniversität Leoben you must provide proof of an English 
Level of at least B2 according to CEFR. 

ACCEPTED PROOFS: TOEFL (78 points), IELTS (6.0), Cambridge 
Certificates or Certificates that have been issued by a language 
center or language institute of your home university. 

IMPORTANT: certificate has to test all four skills (listening, 
reading, writing/grammar, speaking)

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COURSES 

After the final registration at the university students are able 
to register for courses online. Most of the Bachelor‘s courses
are taught in German. Many of the Master‘s courses are 
taught in English. Incoming Bachelor‘s students are allowed 
to take Master‘s classes if they have already completed min.
90 ECTS in their Bachelor‘s studies. 

Incoming students must complete at least 
16 ECTS/semester.

WELCOME ORIENTATION SESSION 

All new incoming students have to attend the compulsory 
Welcome Orientation Session:

Winter Semester: September 16, 2025

Summer Semester: February 17, 2026

Intensive English Course for incoming students: 

Winter Semester: September 16 - September 26, 2025 

Summer Semester: February 17 - February 27, 2026

Montanuniversität Leoben covers the costs for the course 
and students will receive 3 ECTS.
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ENTRY & RESIDENCE 

Students with EU/EEA citizenship can enter Austria without a 
visa. 

Students from non EU/EEA countries need to apply for a VISA 
D when staying for 180 days, and for a student residence
permit when staying for more than 180 days in Austria. 

Students who are allowed to enter Austria visa free may 
submit their application at the municipal residence authority 
in Leoben.
