Nominated art and architecture students are expected to prepare an e-portfolio of 12–15 digital images to support their 
application. Once the student has submitted their online application to us, they will be sent specific instructions on 
how and where to upload their e-portfolio images. The quality of the portfolio can be the deciding factor in whether 
a student is accepted or not.

If you do not require a VISA to study with us and English is the language of instruction at your home university, 
we will accept a formal statement attesting to your English language proficiency from your home university.

Student Application Journey

Module Choice form

 → Student should discuss any Module Choice queries with their UoD Go Abroad Academic Co-ordinator and/or Advisor 
of studies at their home university

 → Student must respond to notifications to accept their offer confirming their place

 → Student will then receive information on how to apply for housing 

 → Admissions Team will provide them with any further information they require
