• "Ausreichend" (4) = Sufficient;  

• "Nicht ausreichend" (5) = Non-Sufficient/Fail.  

  

The minimum passing grade is "Ausreichend" (4). Verbal designations of grades may vary in some cases and for 

doctoral degrees. 

 

Universität Hamburg participates in the EGRACONS program to simplify the conversion of grades. The 

EGRACONS tool is a free, user-friendly web-based tool for grade conversion available to all European HEIs (and 

beyond) who supply their degree grade distribution tables. It enables a transparent interpretation of student 

achievements abroad.
